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For the first time in Harvard’s history, more than 30,000
students applied to the College, leading to an admission rate
of 6.9 percent for the Class of 2014. Letters of admission
(and e-mail notifications) were sent on April 1 to 2,110 of
the 30,489 applicants. More than 60 percent of the admitted
students will receive need-based scholarships averaging
$40,000, benefiting from a record $158 million in financial
aid. Families with students on scholarship are expected to
contribute an average of $11,500 annually toward the cost of
a Harvard education.

This

compares to an admission rate of 9.79 percent at this time last year, and 9.25 percent the previous

year.

The number of applicants for the incoming freshman class was the largest the University has seen

by a significant margin, representing a 19.5 percent increase over the 21,963 candidates who

applied for the class of 2013.

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Caltech Scientists Uncover Structure of Key Protein in Common HIV Subgroup

Scientists from the California Institute of Technology (Caltech) have provided the first-ever
glimpse of the structure of a key protein—gp120—found on the surface of a specific subgroup of
the human immunodeficiency virus, HIV-1. In addition, they demonstrated that a particular
antibody to gp120 makes contact not only with the protein, but with the CD4 receptor that gp120
uses to gain entrance into the body's T cells.

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A Duke University graduate student has discovered what is believed to
be the only known printed copy of Haiti's Declaration of Independence.
While researching the early independence of Haiti in February, Julia
Gaffield found the document, an eight-page pamphlet dated Jan. 1, 1804,
in the British National Archives in London. It is only the second
declaration of its kind in the world, the first being the U.S. Declaration
of Independence written by Thomas Jefferson and others.

Gaffield, who is researching early 19th century Haiti for her doctoral
dissertation in history, said the document had been overlooked in the British archives, even as
researchers spent decades searching for it in Haiti.

"I wasn't specifically looking for it, but | had an eye out for it because | knew it was missing,"
Gaffield said. "We figured there was an original somewhere, but didn't know if it still existed."

The University of South Carolina, a leader in collegiate sustainability, celebrated a green
milestone on Earth Day (April 22), when it was awarded its first LEED (Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Design) Gold rating for its Honors Residence.

Josh Boltinhouse, the Midlands Branch chairman of the S.C. chapter of the U.S. Green Building
Council (USGBC), presented S.C. Honors College Dean Dr. Davis Baird with an official plaque
on the lawn of the honors college residence hall, which opened last August.

“We applaud the University of South Carolina for its continued commitment to sustainability,”
Boltinhouse said. “It is good to see that a major organization like a university is really out there
promoting sustainability. That, in and of itself, educates a lot of people on what being green and
what being sustainable is about. The thousands of students who come through the university are
going out there with these ideas and planting them in the workforce so that this next generation
has the background knowledge to be more sustainable.”

There are four LEED
certification levels: Certified, Silver, Gold and Platinum.
